CHAPTER 80. UNCLAIMED PROPERTY

This statement has been prepared by the Oklahoma State Treasurer to describe the impact anticipated from
amendments to Chapter 80. Unclaimed Property. This statement is required by 75 O.S.Supp.2002, *303(D)(1).

A. Purpose of the Proposed Permanent Rules: These Permanent Rules amend the text of Chapter 80
Subchapter chapter 3. Unclaimed Property. Reporting for holders with 15 or more items to report. The
proposed revisions are the new rules to carry out the statutory provisions for the filing of unclaimed
property reports online pursuant to Title 60 Section661.

B. Persons Affected by Permanent Rules: These rules will affect the holders of unclaimed property.

C. Persons Benefiting from Permanent Rules: These rules will affect the holders of unclaimed property.
